What to Expect on a Daily Basis and Proper Conduct in Class

1. Be respectful: Respectful behavior includes-

a. Do not interrupt another when he/she is speaking.  Raise your hand if you have something to say, so we make sure everyone gets their chance to contribute.

b. Do not tease anyone or use derogatory phrases to describe any group of people.

c. Be sensitive to others’ opinions and situations.  You may disagree with classmates, but their opinions are not wrong, and they are not stupid.

d. Absolutely no whining.

2. Participate: This is not a direct part of your grade, but will help you immensely in learning the material.  We will rely heavily on discussion to cover new material, and participation is vital.

3. Cell-Phones:  Don’t use it. It will make me angry and is disrespectful to me, your classmates, and to the subject of history. 

a. Simply put, don’t use your cell-phone during class. I will confiscate it and turn it into the front office.
4. Tardiness: Be on time. Being late to class without a pass will result in a detention.

a. Being in class means being physically in the class and in your seat. Do not drop your stuff off and exit the classroom. If you need to go to the bathroom or locker prior to class, it is your responsibility to inform me of where you are going and to be back in class in an appropriate amount of time.  If you come in after the bell and you have not informed me of your where you were prior, you will be deemed late and will serve a detention equal to the amount of time you missed. 
5. Bathroom: Only ask to use the bathroom if it is really an emergency. Try to avoid asking during class lecture or notes. Please be prompt in your return. 
6. Food/Drink: You can’t have anything other than water in the classroom. If you try to sneak it in, I will throw it away and you’ll have detention. No exceptions.

7. Entering the Room and Being in the Room:

a. You will need a binder for the class. I will not be checking the binder for grades. It is up to you to make sure your binder is neat and orderly. You will decide how to organize your binder. 

b. There will be an agenda on the board every single day. I will discuss what the agenda is and I will answer any questions you might have.

c. Generally, there will be a warm-up assignment that I will either handout or which will be posted on the board. Your task will be to complete that warm-up assignment. 

d. You will not need your textbook in class. Keep it at home and use for assignments.

e. Remember to always write your name on your assignments. I will do my best to remind you if I see assignments without names, but I will most likely throw them away if I get any without names.

f. Do not wait to make up assignments from excused absences. I do not want students who need to make up assignments coming to me at the end of the term. If you are absent, see me ASAP.

g. There will most likely always be a wrap-up assignment at the end of class. If we are approaching the end of class and we have yet to finish, please do not pack up your things before we are finished. 

8. Extra Help: If you need extra help, do not hesitate to stay after or to ask for help. You must advocate for your self.
